TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF June 17, 2010
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on June 17, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. at the Pike Lake Fire Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, L. DeRemer, S. Putnam and 10 others. 
MINUTES:  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to accept the minutes of the June 3, 2010 Town Board Regular Meeting.  Motion approved.  
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that American Asphalt will be finished with the Shady Knoll Road blacktopping project by Monday, the Sailor Creek Bridge Replacement project will start tomorrow with part of Old 13 Road closed to traffic, Fleming asked and the board agreed to having G. DeRemer start mowing for the year, Fleming reported that R. Piette asked for and the Board agreed to the installing of a stop sign – right turn no stop on W. Turner Lake Road at the intersection with Turner Lake Road, and the cold storage building roof has fiber glass panels that are leaking and Fleming asked and the board approved the replacement with tin at an approximate cost of $1,520.  In regard to the L. Baars property, the Board approved the crew taking time to clean up the property as soon as possible, keeping track of the cleanup cost so that Price County can be billed for one-half of the cost.  
TREASURER’S REPORT:  The clerk presented and the board accepted the treasurer’s report for May, 2010.  The Chairman signed the annual audit’s “Letter of Understanding” with the clerk noting that the audit on June 8th went well. 
APPROVE ALCOHOL BEVERAGE RENEWAL LICENSES:  Presented for renewal were the following licenses:  :  Renewal Class A Beer – Bernie Luedtke d/b/a Seed N Feed, Renewal Class A Combination – K J’s Meat & Cheese LLC d/b/a Fifield Grocery,  JENA Corp. d/b/a Fifield Station;  Renewal Class B Combination – Hicks Landing, Inc. d/b/a Hicks Landing, J C Homestead, Inc. d/b/a Homestead, Idle Hour Resort LLC d/b/a Idle Hour Resort, Kountry Kafe & Katering LLC d/b/a/ Kountry Kafe, L M Nordrum Investments LLC d/b/a Riverside, Wobbly Hog Ent. LLC d/b/a The Wobbly Hog Saloon, Merri Cassidy d/b/a Merri Cassidy’s, Windsong Family LLC d/b/a Moose Jaw Resort, Musky Jack Enterprises, Inc. d/b/a Musky Jack’s, David & Joan Harvey d/b/a Northernaire Bar & Grill, Theresa Braun d/b/a Northwoods Supper Club, and RBWM Enterprises LLC d/b/a Wild Goose Resort Pub & Grill.  Motion (Hintz, DeRemer) to approve the renewal of Alcohol Beverage Licenses as presented.  Roll call vote:  Hintz – aye, DeRemer - aye, Noetzel – abstained.  Motion approved.  

DISCUSS S E H’s BRIDGE INSPECTIONS REPORT:  S E H’s report noted that four nuts and bolts were missing on the Central Avenue bridge which the crew have already replaced along with tightening others that were loose, that Balsam Street bridge shows several transverse deck cracks which Fleming reported are not changing, and that the Sailor Creek Bridge will be replaced this year which Fleming noted will start tomorrow.

DISCUSS REJECTION OF UNINSURED/UNDERINSURED MOTORISTS AND MEDICAL PAYMENTS COVERAGE:  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to reject Uninsured/Underinsured Motorist coverage under the umbrella policy if already covered under our regular policy.  Motion approved.  Motion (Hintz, DeRemer) to accept the Medical Payments Coverage increase from $1,000 to $10,000.  Motion approved.   The additional premium for the increase in medical coverage will be approximately $244.     
DISCUSS DNR LETTER REGARDING DURAND SOLID WASTE TRANSFER FACILITY INSPECTION:  The board reviewed the DNR letter which reported three areas of noncompliance, two of which have been adequately addressed being the failure to submit the license renewal form although the fee had been paid and failure to provide the compliance certification letter.  The third issue, which was keeping the transfer facility and adjacent area clean and free of litter, will be reevaluated during the next inspection.  The clerk was instructed to send a thank you to the DNR for their letter asking them to continue to keep us updated and to encourage regular inspections to insure compliance using due diligence in enforcing any noncompliance issues.     
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DISCUSS DAMAGE AT THE PIKE LAKE FIRE HALL:  T. Mantor reported that ice and snow sliding on the roof of the storage shed moved the vent pipe causing the roof to leak.  He thinks damage is to the roof only and not the inside walls.  He estimated the cost to repair at $250 to $300.  The town’s deductible is $1,000.  He will talk to a plumber regarding allowable placement of the vent pipe.
