TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF July 1, 2010
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on July 1, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. at the Fifield Town Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, L. DeRemer, S. Putnam and 13 others.
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, DeRemer) to accept the minutes of the June 17, 2010 Regular meeting.  Motion approved.  
TOWN CREW REPORT:  T. Fleming reported that the crew worked two days on the L. Baars’ property cleaning it up and removing the buildings, the equipment used and hours worked were given to the clerk so that she can bill the county for one-half the cost of the cleanup, the Price County Sheriff’s Department was called in regard to the car abandoned by Baars and they said it was the town’s responsibility, the board agreed to do nothing about the car right now, American Asphalt has finished their blacktopping project on Shady Knoll Road, heavy rains caused some minor wash outs with the worst being on Gates Lake Road, the Forest Service will give the town gravel to fix the wash out, the Forest Service will be fixing the road where Sailor Creek crosses Gates Lake Road next week and will be replacing the culvert sometime in October, and work was done at Movrich Park on the doors of the huts.   D. Noetzel presented the “Cooperative Forest Road Agreement” received from the Forest Service which needs his signature.  He noted several town road names incorrect.  After correcting them, the agreement was signed by the Chairman.  

FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT:  W. Felch, Fire Dept. #1 reported that activity was quiet, truck #243 needs more maintenance, lawnmower races will be held July 11th with fireworks on July 10th, the department will be putting on a rescue demo during the lawnmower races and there will be a name change of the department to Fifield Fire & Rescue.  T. Mantor, Fire Dept. #2 reported that activity was quiet, the leaking roof has been fixed with help from a plumber, and he is getting a quote from Joe Schmidt for new lights in the old fire hall.
ANNUAL AUDITOR’S REPORTS:  The board was given copies of the reports and briefly reviewed them during the meeting.  N. Sevcik asked about and received clarification on several issues.   

DISCUSS ASSESSOR CONTRACT:  Discussed was the solicitation of quotes for assessment services as the present contract with Peterson Appraisals, Inc. will expire at the end of the year.  The board agreed to solicit quotes and instructed the clerk to develop a set of criteria based on the present contract, sample contracts recommended by the Department of Revenue, and WTA’s sample contract, if they have any, which the board will then review.  J. Labudda would like his suggestions for criteria considered and was instructed by the board to put them in writing.  He would also like a requirement that the assessor put a notice in the paper when he is in the area doing inspections.      

DISCUSS PUBLIC RECORD REQUEST - LABUDDA:  Chairman Noetzel presented a request from J. Labudda for any and all communications between him and Jef Muelver, Peterson Appraisals Inc. in regard to his property.  The Chairman is not aware of any communication.  The clerk will check with Peterson Appraisals, Inc. to see if they have any such records.  The clerk also reported that J. Labudda requested of her a transcript of the Board of Review proceedings.      
DRIVE WAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None.
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  F. Sevcik inquired as to where the asphalt dropped at Figi Road came from, as well as the speed check equipment.  The town was responsible for both.  J. Severt reported on the illegal use of fireworks on the Durand property that caused a fire which was put out by those on scene.  She also reported that the incident is going before the D. A.        
CORRESPONDENCE:  Correspondence included notifications of 911#s assigned to W6293 State Road 70 and N15951 Figi Road, U. S. Census Boundary Maps replacing incorrect ones sent last month, Forest Service letter correcting error in the 2010 Motor Vehicle Use Map Update, Forest Service “Cooperative Forest Road Agreement” for signing, Wipfli letter to the Chairman providing 
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him a copy of their “information related to audit” letter, B. Kopisch request for board members to 

attend a July 15th meeting with DNR and County Board members to discuss grant possibilities for the cleanup of the former L. Baars property which the clerk will agenda as a special town board meeting, Centurylink notification that starting July 17, 2010 you will have to dial the area code and telephone number to complete a local call, Price County Resolution 30-10, Resolution to Participate in a Regional Hazard Mitigation Planning Process and Resolution 26-10, Authorizing Price County’s Participation in the Utility Terrain Vehicle Pilot Program, WI Department of Commerce lettering informing the town that their preliminary CDBG application was not selected for funding, e-mail from Roger Johnson, WI Alcohol & Tobacco Enforcement in response to the clerk’s inquiry responding that State law does not require a business to be operational in order to be issued a liquor license, e-mail containing the weekly traffic and progress update on the Sailor Creek Bridge Replacement project, and the “Prime Contractor Affidavit of Compliance with Prevailing Wage Rate Determination” for the Shady Knoll Road Blacktopping Project-Phase 3.
