TOWN OF FIFIELD REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MINUTES OF July 15, 2010
ROLL CALL:  Meeting was brought to order on July 15, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. at the Pike Lake Fire Hall.  Present:  D. Noetzel, J. Hintz, L. DeRemer, S. Putnam and 10 others. 
MINUTES:  Motion (Hintz, DeRemer) to accept the minutes of the June 17, 2010 Town Board Regular Meeting.  Motion approved.  
TOWN CREW REPORT: T. Fleming reported that the crew spent four days at Gates Lake Road fixing the washouts using 750 yards of gravel provided by the Forest Service, the Sailor Creek Bridge replacement project is going well, WI DOT issued the town an overweight fine for $1,095, recent rainfall added to the weight of the gravel being hauled, Price County when given a similar fine plead not guilty and the DA lowered the fine which D. Noetzel will check into an attempt to have the fine lowered, and the Army Corp of Engineers, when determining wetlands impacted by road reconstruction projects, is considering all the work the town has/will be doing on Shady Knoll Road as one overall total project instead of five separate projects therefore the amount of wetlands impacted will exceed 10,000 square feet and the Town will be required to purchase wetland credits from a wetland mitigation bank for .31 acres at an approximate cost of $13,400,  D. Noetzel will call Bill Sande at the Army Corp of Engineers’ Hayward office to get clarification on whether the 10,000 square feet should apply to the total road or to each road project.  Noetzel reported that D. Brandt would like to have the Saturday hours for the Pike Lake Transfer Site changed from 8:00 to 4 to 7:00 to 3:00 because of a time change in his Church service.  Brandt will be asked to survey the users of the transfer site to see if they would be agreeable to this.        
TREASURER’S REPORT:  The clerk presented and the board accepted the treasurer’s report for June, 2010.  
DISCUSSION OF THE PROCESS OF CREATING AN INDUSTRIAL PARK PLAN - PFACDC:  Frank Kemp and Becky Michels of the Park Falls Area Community Development Corporation talked about the process of creating an industrial park.  Because the City of Park Falls has no sites large enough, PFACD needs to look to surrounding towns and villages, which include the Village of Butternut, Towns of Lake, Eisenstein, Fifield, Agenda and Chippewa.  Motion (DeRemer, Hintz) to agree to investigate the possible cooperation in an Area Industrial Park Development Plan.  Motion approved.  J. Hintz and E. Gibeaut will attend the first meeting.    
DISCUSS J. LABUDDA LETTER REGARDING BOARD OF REVIEW DECISION ON THIS OBJECTION OF ASSESSMENT:  The board reviewed J. Labudda’s letter requesting the board to either change the amount of assessment on his property to an amount between what he was proposing and the original assessment, or to reconvene the Board of Review and hear his case again when he as an attorney present to represent him.  The town board members felt that since the Board of Review was adjourned, it would not be legal to reopen it.  The clerk will verify this with the WI Towns Assn and Al Romportl, Property Assessment Specialist, WI Dept of Revenue and then send a letter to J. Labudda outlining his options to appeal the Board of Review’s decision.    
DRIVEWAY ACCESS PERMITS:  None
CITIZENS CONCERNS:  Discussed were tornado and weather warnings.  F. Sevcik asked about weather radios.  T. Mantor said he will check into Price County Emergency Management’s program for dispersing weather radios.  
CORRESPONDENCE:  Correspondence included P. C. Chapter of WTA meeting notice, J. Werkmeister’s request to sign three “Seized/Abandoned/Unregistered Vehicle Transfer Certificate” forms which will be put on next meeting’s agenda for action, P. C. Zoning’s notices of Public Hearing on a special exception permit filed by G. & G. Griesel for building an auto detailing shop on Flambeau Ave. and proposed revisions to P. C. Zoning Ordinance Section 17.0 Conditional Uses (copies given to board members), unsigned letter requesting the cleanup of the P. Wise, Homestead and Eitrem properties, Rusk County Farm Supply mailing on propane safety, e-mail from Wipfli quoting a cost of $500 to develop a 125 Cafeteria Plan, and Sailor Creek Bridge project work update.
